1.   Humankind has a universal problem.  

Romans 3:23: “For ALL have sinned and fall 
short of the glory of God.”
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Responding to God’s Initiative Toward Us

2.   The “Sin” condition has a consequence.

Romans 6:23a: “For the wages of sin is 
death…” (eternal)

Responding to God’s Initiative Toward Us

3.   God has one answer for our problem.

John 14:6: “Jesus answered, ‘I am the way 
and the truth and the life.  No one comes to 
the Father except through me.’”

Responding to God’s Initiative Toward Us

4.   A right standing with God is a gift of 
God’s grace and comes to those who place 
their faith and trust solely in the sacrifice of 
Christ (who is sinless and holy) on their 
behalf.

2 Corinthians 5:21: “God made him who had 
no sin to be sin for us, so that in Him we 
might become the righteousness of God.”
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Responding to God’s Initiative Toward Us

5. Christ paid the price for my sin debt and 
credits me with His righteousness.

2 Corinthians 8:9: “For you know the grace 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was 
rich, yet for your sake he became poor, so 
that you through His poverty might become 
rich.”

Dear God,

I am so sorry for my sins.
I can only come to you with empty hands and 

a humble heart.
I ask you to forgive my sins through the 

sacrifice of Christ on my behalf.
I give you myself and ask for your grace to 

become more like Christ and be obedient 
to Your word.
